3. Turn left at the stop light onto First Street
South. Continue to 16th Ave. South and turn
right. Move immediately into the left lane.

4. At the light turn left onto Second Street

South. The clubhouse is the green house on the
left at the corner of 17th Ave. South and Second
Street South. The address is South 1624 Second
Street South.

Front Street in downtown Nampa.
